SUBJECT:  Lead-Based Paint in Military Family Housing

1.  Federal law, 40 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR), Part 745 and 24 CFR, Part 35, requires that all family housing residents receive notification of known lead-based paint and lead-based paint hazards in housing built before 1978.  Pope AFB completed a base-wide survey in September 1994 that identified the presence of lead-based paint in our family housing units.  Surfaces typically identified were doors, door frames, window frames, baseboards, shelves, and exterior painted surfaces.  In most cases, these areas have been repainted with an enamel or latex paint and as long as areas are not chipping or peeling, they pose no problem.  If you have areas where paint is deteriorating, please contact the housing maintenance contractor at 436-1181 to schedule repairs.

2.   A federally approved lead hazard information pamphlet, Protect Your Family From Lead in Your Home, is provided at Attachment 1 for your information and use.  A lead-based paint disclosure form is included at Attachment 2.  Please complete this form and sign under Certification of Accuracy at occupant.
