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1.0 INRMP COORDINATION
This INMRP was revised using professional knowledge and by obtaining input from:

· Colleagues within 43CES including the environmental flight (Jerome Watson, Jerry Dees, Renee Otto, Joseph Brown, and Robert Byrd), fire department (SMSgt Michael Kennedy), real property (Joyce Hill and Mary Joyner), and maintenance (Harrison Campbell, TSgt HenryAstudillo, and TSgt Scot Limbaugh);

· Airfield management/base ops (Larry Trump) and safety (Ron Finchum and Capt. Greg McCleary) for BASH and fire;

· 23FG (Capt. Mark Vandekener) and Safety (MSgt Sean Carter) for MSA management and fire;

· Past hunt director (CSM John Nunn);

· Fort Bragg Environmental Division (now the Natural Resources Division), Natural Resources Division Office (Danny Sewell, John Ward, Steve Reilly), the Endangered Species Branch (Terry Myers, Jackie Britcher, and John Merck), and the Wildlife Branch (Don Cockman and Alan Schultz);

· 43AW/JA (Capt. Brian Persico) for review of INRMP and jurisdiction information; and Fort Bragg Real Property (Dewanna Kennedy) and legal office (Mike Larson) regarding exclusive/concurrent/proprietary jurisdiction;

In addition, the draft INRMP 2001 Update was submitted for coordination and comments to the U. S. Fish and Wildlife Service - North Carolina Ecological Services, the North Carolina Wildlife Resources Commission, the North Carolina Natural Heritage Program, and Fort Bragg Environmental Division Branches (now the Natural Resources Division).  The coordination letters and responses are Attachment 1 through 5, respectively.  Coordination with the U. S. Fish and Wildlife Service Regional Sikes Act Coordinator and the associated response are Attachments 6 and 7.

The comments were addressed as noted below: 

U. S. Fish and Wildlife Service, North Carolina Ecological Services

Encouraged controlled burning and thinning of red-cockaded woodpecker cavity tree cluster 285, since it may provide some habitat between Fort Bragg’s Overhills tract and the Northeast Training Area, and may play a role in conserving the RCW in this portion of the Sandhills population in the near future.

Minor changes suggested were incorporated.

U. S. Fish and Wildlife Service, Regional Office Sikes Act Coordinator

There were no additional comments.  The Regional Director signed the mutual agreement on 1 November 2001.

North Carolina Wildlife Resources Commission

There were no comments for this revision.  The Wildlife Resources Commission signed coordination page on 03 October 2001.  The Wildlife Resources Commission had previously reviewed the 1999 Fish and Wildlife Management Plan. It determined the document was suitable; it also noted that a fish species was incorrectly listed.  This correct fish species was listed in the 2001 Update INRMP.

North Carolina Natural Heritage Program

No comments were made on the INRMP.  The Natural Heritage Program suggested PAFB coordinate survey work with Fort Bragg surveys for cost-effectiveness.

Fort Bragg Public Works Business Center Environmental Branch

Items 1 a-g, i-k, l parts 2 and 3, m:  Incorporated

Item 1 h:  The Great Timber Cut-outs occurred in the South in the late 1800s and early 1900s.  The term refers to the harvest of all merchantable timber in an area, as well as mills that were “sawn-out” or “cut-out” and closed.

Item 1 l part 1:  The reference to “personal communication” is cited in section 8.0.

Finally, the INRMP 2001 Update was submitted for a second review to the 43AW/JA.  The legal review and recommendation are attachment 8.

2.0  PUBLIC COMMENT
The Sikes Act requires a public comment period.  The draft document was submitted to the public for comments through public notices in the Fayetteville Observer and the Carolina Flyer (attachments 9 and 10).  The INRMP was made available for review at Cumberland County Libraries Headquarters Branch in Fayetteville and Spring Lake Branch, as well as in the Pope AFB Library.  No comments were received from the public.
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
